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This week: 

In English, the children have finished their unit in English where they began to write a non-

chronological report on pirates. The children spent some time planning and writing their own 

version of the modelled write, which they have edited and published. They will be encouraged 

to use all the features of a non-chronological report.    

The children have continued using the scheme ‘Letter Joins’ to learn how to write letters with 

cursive writing, where all letters start on the line and begin to join some letters. They are 

assessed each lesson by a number 1, 2 or 3, with 3 being near perfect.  

On Wednesday, the children had treat day where they spent the day completing Easter 

activities. The children all enjoyed this day and had lots of egg-cellent fun!  

After Half Term: 

In English, the children will be starting their new unit of Recount, where they will write a 

recount of their trip to the Mosque. They will start the unit off by looking at the modelled 

write and answering comprehension questions before imitating it. The children will be 

encouraged to use all the features of a non-chronological report.  

In Maths, the children will begin their new unit on Time, where they will focus on telling the 

time to o’clock, and half past. The children will spend time practically before applying the 

knowledge pictorially and abstracting. Each lesson the children will answer a worded 

reasoning question linked to the learning that day.  

In Science the children will begin to look at plants and how they grow and what plants need 

to survive.
